Hotels 
According to the Hotel-Guide website “there are no hotels located in South Beach”.  Here is a list of 
hotels in the SOMA/Yerba Buena area near the Moscone Convention Center that are the closest: 

• Best Western Americana, 121 7th Street, 415-626-0200 
• Good Hotel, 127 7th Street, 415-621-7001 (about a block and a half from the Civic Center BART 

station on Market, handy for people flying in to SFO or Oakland. Just ride the BART to that station.  Muni 
light rail stops there too and line N is a direct shot to the Brennan station not too far away from Pier 40 
Marina and the Club. 

• Best Western Carriage Inn 140 7th Street, 415-552-8600 
• The Mosser, 54 4th St., 800-227-3804 (recently renovated, seems value-priced) 
• The Courtyard by Marriott is a 450 room more expensive hotel farther away at  

299 2nd Street, 415-947-0700 
• Condo building in South Beach that may have some apartments to rent: The Beacon, 260

• Momo’s, 760 2nd (lunch, dinner, cocktails, across from AT&T Park) 
• Pete’s Tavern, 128 King (full-on sports bar, dozens of TVs with sports events of all kinds) 
• Acme Chop House, 25 Willie Mays Plaza (expensive steak house in AT&T Park) 
• Paragon Restaurant and Bar, 701 2nd Street (moderate to expensive American style food) 
• Tres Agaves Bar and Food (Mexican food and many tequilas, owned by Sammy Hagar) 
• O’Neil’s Irish Pub, 747 3rd Street 
• Amici’s East Coast Pizza, 216 King Street (will deliver Pizza to Yacht Club, Delivery at
